Winter Watering Important For Good Plant Health—Ben Canady

This has been an unusually dry year
in Colorado! We've seen below aver-
age rainfall in each of the last six
months, and even our winter snows
were very low in moisture content.
Even in an average precipitation year
Denver is classified as a “high desert”
environment, so our landscape
plants are always at a disadvantage.
All of this adds up to very difficult
conditions for our trees and woody
plants.

Winter watering is the best way to
invest in the health of our trees and
shrubs. Adequate moisture is the key
to maintaining our landscape invest-
ments, preventing disease and insect
issues, and ensuring healthy root
systems. Healthy, well-watered trees
are able to stand up to the harsh en-
vironment. When we go through
extended dry periods, however, root
systems begin to decline and die.

Trees in this category may appear
healthy, and may be able to resume
normal growth in the spring. Butin
many cases, weakened plants or
large portions of these plants will die
back when the temperatures begin
to rise. We noticed this phenome-
non this spring and summer, and it is

likely that we will find more of our
trees and shrubs dying in the spring
and summer of 2009. Sending water
beneath the turf to reach the deeper
root systems of trees and woody
plants is necessary to invigorate root
growth and to build up the energy
reserves and defenses of our trees.

It is important to note that irrigation
systems which keep our turf areas
green are not substantial enough to
meet tree needs. “Overspray” from
irrigation heads is used by the turf
and lost to evaporation before it
reaches deeper roots. Additionally,
these irrigation systems must be win-
terized and turned off completely for
6 months of the year. Without a little
help from Mother Nature, plant ma-
terial will suffer.

When we use “deep root watering”
techniques, our technicians arrive at
our clients’ properties with trucks

Horticulturalists recommend 10 gal-
lons of water for each inch of a tree’s
diameter. So, for a 5-inch Maple tree,
we would evenly apply 50 gallons of
water into the dripline area under
the canopy of the tree. Itis recom-
mended that Winter Watering take
place at least once per month when
the soil temperature is at or above 40
degrees.

that hold hundreds of gallons of wa-
ter. Using a highly pressurized soil
probe, we are able to send high vol-
umes of water to the root systems.
One of the additional benefits of this
system is the loosening of com-
pacted soil, which will also encour-
age new root growth.
